TE John Williams preached the sermon ñWrite the Visionò and the Lordôs Supper was celebrated 

with TE Doug Dalglish and TE Sonja Dalglish presiding over the Table.

TE Kevin Keaton presented a report on the changes to the Board of Pensions and reminded everyone of the 

deadlines for open enrollment. All active, employed members of the Board of Pensions must enroll this year 

regardless of previous status. This does not apply to Honorably Retired Ministers.

Stated Clerk 

Acting Clerk, TE Leslie Ellison presented the report on behalf of the Stated Clerk, TE Tricia Tedrow who is 

attending the New Clerksô Training in Louisville. The following items from the report were given:  

¶ The Terms of Call/Contracts for 2016 are included in the report. A reminder to everyone that the 

change form is to be submitted annually even if there are no changes from the previous year. 

¶ In July, the Stated Clerkôs office received a formal self-accusation statement from a Teaching Elder 

and an Investigating Committee was formed. Before the committee could begin its work, the 

Teaching Elder in question renounced jurisdiction. According to the Book of Order, a written 

statement of renunciation becomes effective immediately upon receipt. Therefore, I report that 

Michael Brundeen has renounced jurisdiction and is no longer a Teaching Elder in the 

PC(USA) effective July 30, 2016. When a Teaching Elder renounces jurisdiction, any investigation 

is closed and the allegation becomes a matter of record.  In the case of Michael Brundeen, he self-

accused that he ñdid beginning in June of 2012 enter into a consensual, adulterous relationship with 

a member of the congregation of St Mark Presbyterian Church of Boerne, who was also a staff 

member, while I was installed as Pastor and Moderator of Session.ò
