Executive Interim Search Committee (IESC) Report given by TE Dan Fultz 

 

Committee Members: 

 

The IESC was formed by General Council at the stated meeting on November 16, 2013.  The first 

meeting of the committee was December 11, 2013 in the conference room of Mission Presbytery's 

office. 

 

At that meeting I was asked to chair.  Other committee members are TE Bill Clark, TE Dick 

Kreutzer, RE Liz Anzaldua, RE Ray Mashburn, RE Sandy Pinaire, and TE Suzy Royston.  Support 

staff from Synod of the Sun is RE Valerie Knox Young -- Stated Clerk and Co-Leader for 

Administration. 

 

The first thing we did was meet with the staff including Kathy Anderson, Lita Simpson, Karen 

Stocks, and Ruben Armendariz, who shared their hopes and expectations for the presbytery.  We 

received a report from Peter Crouch, Stewardship and Fiscal Oversight, concerning what funding 

might be available.  Ruben was asked to serve as Acting Head of Staff, with appropriate 

compensation, duties he was already doing, so that the operation of the Presbytery may continue 

without interruption.  Dick Kreutzer sent out an email to the presbytery letting everyone know what 

was going on. 

 

After that email, members of the committee heard from a number of individuals in the Presbytery 

who shared their concerns and ideas on the direction we should go. 

 

We met again on January 15, 2014 in the conference room at the Presbytery Office.  At this meeting 
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the correspondence received from some of the members of the Presbytery were discussed.  After 

much discussion it was agreed that the presbytery has the opportunity to address long standing issues 

in this very large and diverse Presbytery.  We have an opportunity to think in new ways about the 

ministry design and structure that will best serve our Presbytery.  We felt that a traditional interim 

would start us off in the same old ways as in the past.  Therefore at the February 1 meeting of 

General Council we recommended that General Council hire a Transitional Shepherd or T.S. 

 

The T.S. will facilitate conversations within the Presbytery, gather information, assess our mission 

and ministries and create a plan for our presbytery to help fulfill our vision statement; "building, 

Partnering, Sending" and to help us re-discover how to be Mission Presbytery, with realistic 

recommendations to implement a new mission design structure and staffing that meets that design.  

The position includes shepherding the presbytery in the execution of the design.  Skills needed 

include considerable conflict management experience, in-depth knowledge of the PC(U.S.A.)a and 

its structure(s), process management skills and vision to see beyond the norms. 

 

The Transitional Shepherd will be accountable to the General Council.  Council will be a part of the 

conversation and discovery process and will approve the final design structure and implementation 

plan.  The contract will be between the T.S. and the GC.  Once the structure and plan area approved 

the T.S. will shepherd the Presbytery in the execution of the plan. 

 

Just to clarify roles:  The Acting Head of Staff will be responsible for the ongoing operations of the 

Presbytery throughout the process and to seeing that the plan is fully executed under the shepherding 

of the T.S.  The T.S. and the Acting Head of Staff will work separately in their own responsibilities 

until the final plan is approved.  Once the final plan is approved the Acting Head of Staff will assist 

the T.S. in seeing that the plan is fully implemented. 

 

We are very pleased that the council enthusiastically accepted our plan.  Then with the council's 

approval of the direction we would go we developed a two-step Request for Proposals.  The first step 

is assessment and development of a plan, and the second step is implementation.  The request was 

sent out to the Synod Executive Network, the Presbyterian Outlook, and through Austin Seminary.  

All proposals must be received by March 31. 

 

We hope to review the proposals in April and present our recommendation to General Council at the 

May 3 meeting.  If all goes according to plan we will have a Transitional Shepherd present and 

participating at the Presbytery meeting June 6-7 at San Pedro Presbyterian Church in San Antonio.

between the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) and the Presbyterian-Reformed Church in Cuba 
currently involving some 15 presbyteries and synods, 90 congregations, the Outreach 
Foundation, the Presbyterian Cuba Connection and Living Waters for the World working 
together in the Presbyterian Cuba Partners Mission Network. At its annual meeting in 2013, the 
Cuba Partners Network, the World Mission Division of the Presbyterian Mission Agency, and the 
Presbyterian-Reformed Church in Cuba affirmed the intention to work cooperatively as a 
“community of mission practice.” 

The continued involvement of thousands of members of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) with 
the life of their sisters and brothers in Cuba and their experience of the impact of the continued 
U.S. embargo on them and all the people of Cuba give the PC (USA) an unusually profound 
insight into the human impact of U.S policy toward Cuba and an almost “personal stake” in 
continuing to seek just and peaceful relations between our two nations. Recent changes in 
Cuba bring new urgency to that quest and new hope for its successful outcome. 

The government of Cuba has embarked on an apparently irreversible course of fundamental 
change that affects the daily life of Cubans, has opened up new opportunities for individual 
initiative, is enabling the churches to move into social space in new ways, is leading to greater 
and more positive involvement in the Latin American/Caribbean region, is brokering negotiations 
for peaceful solutions to long intractable conflicts, is permitting Cuba dissidents to travel abroad 
freely, and has led to the freeing of political prisoners. These individual changes are clearly part 
of a complex process of reform that continues to unfold, sometimes with weekly 
announcements. 

These continuing developments present an opportunity for the United States government to 
abandon the policy of isolation rooted in the dynamics of the Cold War, a policy consistently 
opposed by the General Assembly through the last 45 years. Continuation of that policy not only 
seeks to isolate Cuba but also isolates us from Cuba and the opportunity to encourage and 
assist that sister nation in its efforts toward reform. Restoration of normal diplomatic and 
commercial relationships would clearly be in the best interests of our nation as Cuba interfaces 
more and more with the world.  

These developments also present new opportunities for mission engagement with our 
daughter/sister Presbyterian-Reformed Church in Cuba as that Church explores new 
possibilities for witness and service as the continuing dynamics of change unfold in Cuba. The 
process of change in Cuba is complex and ongoing. The process of consultation called for in 
this overture will provide the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) with carefully explored guidelines for 
effective future mission engagement and public policy advocacy.
